How to search the Mining Environment Database
Choose “MINING RESEARCH DATABASES” from the box beside “Switch to Power Search”, to search the Mining Environment Database, as well as the libraries of the Ontario Geological Survey, Process Technology (Inco), and the Falconbridge Technology Centre (Falconbridge).
To search by personal author, choose the “author” option from the pull-down menu, and enter the author’s name.  Click on “Search” or press <Enter> to start the search. Names of personal authors can be entered in two ways: “richard barnhisel” or “barnhisel richard”.

To search for papers from a conference, choose the “author” option, and enter the conference name, “Sudbury 95”

For a topical search, use the “Title” option, and enter keywords from an article or conference paper, “acid drainage”; “abandoned mines Ontario”.

To find references to articles from specific journals, enter the journal title in the “Title” option: “mining environmental management”
Records in the Mining Environment Database may include abstracts, contact information, or details about the source of the citation.  To see a more complete version of a record from the “Full Details” screen, choose “Change display” and select the option “All” from the “View of records” box, followed by OK.
